Because “a group of vanguard Muslims, the forefront of Islam,” gets coded as self it cannot do double service as both the object of “God Bless…” and the subject for “…destroy united-states”.

If “a group of vanguard Muslims, the forefront of Islam,” is left in two components then profiler is unable to determine the appropriate subjects and objects and we end up with no self references.

“A group of vanguard Muslims has been blessed to destroy America, by God.” And

“A group of vanguard Muslims has been blessed, by God, to destroy America.” Both result in other coding inaccuracies.

Clause two should either be null coded or “raising his voice” should warrant a (-1) however clause one should clearly indicate the conflictual nature of the verb rampage.  Unfortunately rampage may also be a noun and is coded by Profiler as such in this sentence construct.

Modification to clause one to indicate rampage is a verb is possible with a gerund construction.

“In these days, Israeli tanks are rampaging across Palestine, in Ramallah, Rafah and Beit Jala and many other parts of the land of Islam.”

Adjusting the self codes takes care of “resorted” triggering the second coding as the phrase “group that resorted to God the almighty” is taken as a self reference for Al Qaeda. This null codes, as Profiler does not recognize “telling falsehoods” as “lying.”

Updating Profiler to recognize “telling falsehoods” as “lying” (Reduce Noise Table Pattern Number 372) a change in phrase order to separate “the world” gives appropriate coding.

“America has been telling falsehoods to the world, that they are fighting terrorism.”

Separation of the two independent clauses is appropriate however passive voice structure with complex and compound object and pronoun referenced subject results in incorrectly identified “hundreds of thousands” as the subject.  Clarification by provision of implied subject (“they” = “America”) and minor sentence restructuring does not remedy the problem.  Sentence could be radically altered such as:

“In a nation at the far end of the world, Japan, many young and old, were killed by America.”

To result in a more appropriate coding such as America  Kill(-3)  Japan however, since either construction results in a final coding of Other  Kill(-3)  Other the gain seems minimal unless a self reference is being missed by the reduction.

“A million children [were killed] in Iraq, to them this is not a clear issue.”
